In October 2001, the European Commission established the EU Civil Protection Mechanism
(UCPM). The Mechanism aims to strengthen cooperation between the EU Member States
and 6 Participating States on civil protection to improve prevention, preparedness and
response to disasters. The European Civil Protection Pool (ECPP), commonly referred to as
“the pool“, consists of a range of emergency response capacities that countries participating
in the EU Civil Protection Mechanism make available for EU emergency response operations.
The rescEU establishes a new European reserve of resources (the ‘rescEU reserve’) which
includes a fleet of firefighting planes and helicopters, medical evacuation planes, as well as a
stockpile of medical equipment and field hospitals that can respond to health emergencies,
and chemical, biological, radiological, and nuclear incidents.
